Certificate of Enrollment 2009/10 

There are a couple of changes on the 

Certificate of Enrollment cards this 

year. One is good, and the other looks 

suspicious. First, when the card asks 

for a brief description of your home 

instruction program, you are given 

almost two lines on which to write 

your description rather than have to 

attach a separate piece of paper as in 

previous years. Second, the following 

line has been added above the signa-

ture line:  

"The Mississippi Department of Edu-

cation has permission to provide a 

copy of this certificate to the local 

school district upon request . -- 

Yes/No" We are not exactly sure why 

the local school districts are inter-

ested in this information or what 

they would do with it, but both 

MHEA and HSLDA recommend you 

check "no" to this statement.  

Please remember to turn in a Certifi-

cate of Enrollment by September 15 

for each child you will home educate 

this year.
